



LabCorp-Kannapolis Biorepository
Kannapolis, North Carolina

The LabCorp-Kannapolis Biorepository (Laboratory Corporation of America Holdings) stores research samples for pharmaceutical and biotech companies as well as several hundred thousand samples for Duke University.  This state-of-the-art, purpose-built biorepository (often referred to as a “biobank”) was constructed on Highway 29 in Kannapolis, less than a mile from the North Carolina Research Campus.  Highly trained personnel, redundant back-up systems, and state-of-the-art informatics ensure a cost-effective combination of high-quality sample storage and safety. 

Duke University’s MURDOCK Study’s recruitment goal of 50,000 participants will result in approximately 1.5 million samples stored in the 40,000 square-foot LabCorp-Kannapolis Biorepository. To date, 170,000 MURDOCK Study samples have been stored. Duke University officials continue to work closely with LabCorp to develop a seamless system for biobanking communications, operations, and business development.
