At The Intersection of Health, Nutrition and Agriculture 

Boasting partnerships with academia, industry and government, the North Carolina Research Campus is established as the most promising resource for the study of human health, nutrition and agriculture. The NCRC’s pioneering endeavor is a first to draw strength from universities across the state and mix academic researchers and industry scientists into the same work spaces. Teams of scientists, nutritionists, public health experts, physicians and information analysts unite with farmers, food companies and entrepreneurs to solve some of the most serious problems facing human kind. The cross-pollination of ideas and expertise is driving unprecedented levels of scientific collaboration that are found nowhere else in the world. 

Formally open for business in October 2008, the NCRC is now anchored by eight of North Carolina’s top universities, the Rowan Cabarrus Community College Biotech Training Center and the David H. Murdock Research Institute.  In tandem with the state of North Carolina and the attractive business climate, the NCRC has attracted partners like Dole Nutrition Research Institute, General Mills, Monsanto, LabCorp, Immune Tolerance Institute, Lovelace Respiratory Institute, Carl Zeiss Microimaging, Carolinas Healthcare System, Sensory Spectrum and the USDA. 
Another factor in attracting these partners is the state-of-the-art laboratory and office space housing some of the most sophisticated instrumentation in the world. Its super-conducting magnet, the first NMR in the world with 950 megahertz enables NCRC scientists to analyze molecular structures in greater detail than ever before and to explain the links involving nutrition, genetics and health.  Nutrition has never faced the scrutiny it will encounter at the NCRC. The result will be breakthroughs in the understanding of prevention, treatment, and possibly cures for diseases.   

Driving Economic Prosperity    

North Carolina is number three in the nation in biotech. The NCRC is a stepping stone for the state to increase market share in the biotechnology industry and to create high-paying biotech jobs. The 350-acre, NCRC is a scientific and economic revitalization project that is bringing life back to the former site of Cannon Mills, where in 2003 one of the largest lay-offs in state history occurred, and to the surrounding community.  The campus is located less than thirty minutes north of Charlotte, the multiplier effect of the campus is being seen in the region’s economy as researchers find housing and access local businesses.  Each researcher hired at the campus has the potential to create up to eight jobs. The transition from textiles to technology not only creates jobs but brings untold benefits that will impact the quality of life for generations to come.   
According to a 2008 economic analysis by Market Street Services, Inc., Atlanta:
· Jobs at the NCRC are estimated to reach 5,535 by the completion of the NCRC build-out.
· NCRC will contribute to the creation of an additional 9,291 jobs in Cabarrus and Rowan counties by 2032. 

· By 2032, the NCRC’s total impact is estimated to reach 37,450 jobs producing an estimated annual income of $2.1 billion.
