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Rowan Cabarrus Community College
In August 2009, Rowan Cabarrus Community College opened its building at the North Carolina Research Campus offering an associate-degree in biotechnology. The Associate of Applied Science in Biotechnology trains people for jobs as laboratory technicians, research assistants and quality control associates in small testing labs, large manufacturers, government laboratories and research universities. 
The Associate Degree in Industrial Engineering Technology with a biotechnology option prepares graduates to perform as technical leaders in manufacturing and service organizations. The curriculum incorporates the study and application of methods and techniques for developing, implementing, and improved integrated systems involving people, material, equipment, and information. 

Rowan-Cabarrus will also offer an associate of applied science degree in agricultural biotechnology, which will build skills needed for laboratory technicians in various fields of biological, chemical and agricultural technology. Students will be prepared to work as assistants to biologists and chemists, laboratory and instrumentation technicians and quality control/quality assurance technicians in industry, universities, government, research and development, manufacturing, sales, customer service and the production of bioengineered crops. Rowan-Cabarrus will also offer an associate of applied science degree in health information technology, plus shorter-term certificate programs in biotechnology and science. 
 Along with classrooms and biology and chemistry laboratories, the Small Business Center and Office of Corporate and Professional Development, a customized industry training program, will be located in the new facility.  
Graduates of these programs will meet the growing workforce requirements needed by the North Carolina Research Campus and the greater Charlotte region. 
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Carol S. Spalding, Ed.D., president, Rowan-Cabarrus Community College,  was inaugurated as the third president of Rowan-Cabarrus Community College on May 1, 2009, at the North Carolina Research Campus in Kannapolis.   Dr. Spalding holds a bachelor’s degree in international studies from the University of Louisville and a master’s degree in human resource management from Pepperdine University. She earned a doctorate in education from Columbia University in New York.     
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Marcy Corjay, dean of science, biotechnology, mathematics and information technologies at Rowan-Cabarrus Community College, earned her Ph.D. in molecular physiology at the University of Virginia and completed post-doctoral training at the National Institutes of Health.  She then worked at DuPont/Merck Pharmaceuticals. Pursuing an academic career, she has served as an associate professor in the Internal Medicine Department at the University of Virginia, a visiting professor at Eastern Kentucky University and an instructor at Bluegrass Community and Technical College.
